1. Recalls that the ongoing taxonomic impediment not onle#tens the generation of new
taxonomic data, but also endangers the validatfotaxamnomic specimens and their associated data as
deposited in natural history collections and o#wentific resources;

2. Recognizing limited progress on taxonomic needs assessments at tbaalddivel,urges
Parties and other Governments to conduct taxonoggds assessments, where applicable, with particula
regard to the full range of end-users and theidrfee taxonomic support in the implementation df al
relevant articles and work programmes of the Cotiegn

3. Acknowledging the progress made at the global level with det&ingipriority taxonomic
needs for invasive alien species managememipurages Parties, other Governments and relevant
organizations to determine priority taxonomic neiadbe other thematic areas and cross-cuttingss
the Convention, taking into account the regionapecific needs in taxa and regionally determined
capacity-building needs;

4, Encourages Parties and relevant organizations to make taxon@nmd other necessary
data and metadata from taxonomic and other reldaatitutions and organizations and their collats$io
available in response to the information needstifiet as national and regional priorities suchiagr
alia, information and expertig® managenvasive alien species and endangered species;

5. Recognizing the need for better and more comprehensive daspexies distribution at
bioregional scalayrges Parties andnvites other Governments and organizations to better coatel their
taxonomic research in biogeographic regions, aqmdmote making new and existing information freely
available;

6. Further urges Parties andnvites other Governments and organizations to increase th
knowledge base on ecological range and the condifiche species in order to better meet the useds
in respect of bioindication of ecological health;
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7. Requests the Executive Secretary with the assistance ofGlodal Taxonomy Initiative
Coordination Mechanism and in collaboration witlevant international organizations, to hold project
development seminars in all subregions as needed;

8. Urges Parties and other Governments to endorse GTI-celateject proposals relevant
to their national biodiversity strategies and attadans prepared in collaboration with nationagjioaal
and global partner organizations and networksatilifate the process of project funding by the lialo
Environment Facility (GEF) and other relevant danor

9. Urges Parties andhvites other Governments to facilitate the developmerhefcapacity,
in collaboration with global, regional and subregibnetworks, as needed in:

(@) The use of shareable taxonomic knowledge, assbciated materials, by
enhancing the management and use of in-counthyatimins of referenced specimens, subject to
the provision of Article 15 of the Convention;

(b) Molecular techniques commonly used in taxonosogh as DNA barcoding; and

(© Training courses both for the users of taxomomiormation and for young
professional taxonomists;

Governments to enhance the activities of instingipelated to taxonomy to provide job opportunifis
young taxonomists and to strengthen the taxonomaijgacity to conduct appropriate training for
parataxonomists and relevant end-users of taxoraimgtional, regional and global levels;

12. Further recognizing that taxonomic capacity is crucial for the impleradion of the
Conventionandthat the taxonomic capacity to inventory and monftimdiversity, including the use of
new technologies, such as DNA barcoding and otlervant information technology is not adequate in
many parts of the worldgequests the Global Environment Facility (GEF) aimites other donors to put
higher priority for funding to GTI proposals;

13. Welcoming the progress on the establishment of a Specialt fusd for the Global
Taxonomy Initiative andacknowledging with gratitude the work of BioNET-INTERNATIONAL and
relevant networks and organizations and Partiegribating to the development and promotion of the
sponsorship strategy and global campaigrites Parties and other Governments and organizations to
respond urgently to make the trust fund operational
