The Conference of the Parties

(b) Publish, subject to the availability of finaacresources, a peer-reviewed special CBD
Technical Series report on the value of dry andtawhid lands, similar to the Technical Series reports
on valuing wetlands and forests, taking into actol role of pastoralists and other indigenouslaodl
communities in the conservation and sustainableofisiee biodiversity of dry and sub-humid lands and
their associated traditional knowledge with a viewmaking the report available in time for the sato
Scientific Conference of the Committee on Sciemuk Bechnology of the UNCCD;

(© Participate in the second Scientific Confeeeraf the Committee on Science and
Technology of the United Nations Convention to Cambesertification to be held in 2012, with the

(@) The online database of good practices and lessearmdd with regards to linking
biodiversity conservation and sustainable useveliioods in dry and sub-humid lands, particulany
the case of indigenous and local communities armbtodinate with the UNCCD Committee on Science
and Technology efforts to set up a knowledge mamagé system;

(b) The incentive-measures database to better includgrammes in dry and sub-humid
lands;

3. Noting the guidance on pastoralism contained in the gwadtice guide on pastoralism,
nature conservation and developnefuiither requests the Executive Secretary to identify:

(@) In collaboration with the Food and Agriculture Ongaation of the United Nations
(FAQ), best practices to address conflict betwegrmlibersity conservation and sustainable use and
pastoralism and agriculture in dry and sub-humidiain order to fill identified gaps in informatievith
the full participation of indigenous and local coomities and subject to the availability of finaricia
resources;

(b) Good-practice examples of the involvement of maliged groups, defined based on
national circumstances, in the implementation ef phogramme of work on the biodiversity of dry and
sub-humid lands, especially nomadic pastoralistsraobile indigenous peoples;

4, Further invites Parties and other Governments, where approptate,

(a) Develop and implement, or revise existing, didumanagement plans and early-warning
systems at all levels, including regional and sgimrgal and basin-level management plans, taking int
account the impact of drought and desertificatiobimdiversity and the role of biodiversity in irasing
the resilience of dry and sub-humid lands, seeking:

0] The inclusion of risk evaluation, impact assments and impact management;
and

(i) To direct biodiversity management for the vymetion of desertification,
including through the involvement of all stakehatdeparticularly women and
pastoralists and other indigenous and local comtesnand, as appropriate, in
accordance with traditional community-based stiategparticularly through
customary use systems;

(b) Integrate issues related to dry and sub-huandg into relevant national strategies, plans
and programmes, in particular, revised nationatliviErsity strategies and action plans, nationalbact
programmes to combat desertification, (NAPSs) antibnal adaptation programmes of action (NAPAS)
with a view to improve and harmonize implementatiohere possible, with the full participation of
indigenous and local communities;

(©) Recalling decision [X/17, continue to implemetihose activities contained in
paragraphs 29 and 30 of the progress report ansldsration of proposals for future action prepdgd
the Executive Secretary for the ninth meeting ef@onference of the Parties (UNEP/CBD/COP/9/19) as
well as the activities identified in decision IX/X$ possible joint activities regarding the threi® R

and region to develop and execute collaborativaugiitb management strategies and action plans to
reduce the impact of drought on biodiversity aioegl, subregional and/or basin levels;

(e) Develop and implement best-practice guidesiriteggrated planning between dry and
sub-humid lands and wetlands with a view to contiily to the conservation and sustainable useeof th
biodiversity of dry and sub-humid lands;

® Create an environment for demonstration adat gictivities in sustainable farming and
sustainable use of wild resources in dry and subithlands;

5. Takes into consideration the Hua Hin Declaration, which addresses climatmge
adaptation and risks to biodiversity as commonlehgks of countries in the Mekong River Basin;

6. Further invites Parties and other Governments to establish spewtional and regional
targets, in accordance with national circumstanaed in line with the Strategic Plan for the
period 2011-2020 to assess implementation of thev@aion on Biological Diversity programme of
work on the biodiversity of dry and sub-humid laridsorder to better reflect the particular challesg
faced by such ecosystems and the people livingami particularly indigenous and local communities;

7. Further invites Parties and other Governments and relevant orgémis to support
activities identified in national capacity self-assments (NCSAs) that promote synergies among the
three Rio conventions at the subnational, natiendlregional level, within dry and sub-humid lafetsd
to integrate such support within the implementatibthe joint work programme between the three Rio
conventions];

8. Further encourages Parties, other Governments and relevant organiztio make use
of the information contained in the note by the &nive Secretary on integration of climate change
impacts and response activities within the progranafnwork on the biodiversity of dry and sub-humid
lands (UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/14/6/Add.1), as well as iecidion IX/16, with the full participation of
indigenous and local communities, in their futur@rkv on integrating climate change into the
implementation of the programme of work on the bietsity of dry and sub-humid lands.
