20. Recognizesthat given the scientific uncertainty that existsd the recent information that
has emerged, significant concern surrounds thenpaténtended and unintended impacts of biofuels o
biodiversity, socio-economic conditions, indigenge®ples and local communities amdffirms that the
precautionary principle is very important whereréhaés limited knowledge on biofuel production
(decision IX/2, para. 3c(i));

21. Also recognizes that adequate systems for the continuous mongoah the social,
economic and environmental impacts of biofuel potidun are needed to generate information that can
inform decision making on biofuels;

22.  Further recognizes the threats to biodiversity from the use of invasalien species in
biofuels production andrges Parties and other Governments to implement thgramme of work on
invasive alien species with regard to biofuel piithun;
