Taking note of the report on progress in the implementatiothefStrategic Plan contained in the
note by the Executive Secretary on implementatiothe Strategic Plan and progress towards the 2010
biodiversity target, and in-depth review of goalantl 4 of the Strategic Plan (UNEP/CBD/WG-RI/3/2),

Welcoming the substantial progress made by Parties towamie ®f the goals and objectives of
the Strategic Plan, in particular with regard te thevelopment of national biodiversity strategied a
action plans, the engagement of stakeholders, lemavidespread recognition of the 2010 biodiversity
target,

Expressing concern over the limitations in the financial human andhteical resources available
to Parties to fully implement the Convention, esaléc for developing countries and, in particulhet
least developed countries and small island dewedp@tates among them, as well as countries with
economies in transition,

Emphasizing the need for a balanced and enhanced implementatitine Convention’s three
objectives

Recalling its earlier decisions related to capacity-buildimgparticular decisions VIII/8 and IX/8,

1 Emphasizes the need for increased support to Parties, edpyediveloping countries
and, in particular the least developed countriessamall island developing States among them, alsasel
countries with economies in transition, to streegticapacity for the implementation of the Convemtio
in line with the updated Strategic Plan of the Gartion 2011-2020, including:

4, Invites other donors, Governments and multilateral andtdyibl agencies to provide
financial, technical and technological support teveloping countries, particularly least developed
countries and small island developing States amtheg, as well as countries with economies in
transition, to strengthen their capacities to impat the Convention, including support for relevant
initiatives and strategies of indigenous and |lecsthmunities;

5. Requests the Executive Secretary, in collaboration withtiear other Governments and
relevant international organizations such as thé&eddnNations Development Programme, the United
Nations Environment Programme, the Food and AdricelOrganization of the United Nations and other
partners, to continue facilitating the provision safpport to countries for capacity-building actast
including through regional and/or subregional wbrss on updating and revising national biodiversity
strategies and action plans, the mainstreamingoalfiversity and the enhancement of the clearingshou
mechanism;

6. Further requests the Executive Secretary to:

(@) Prepare a further and in-depth analysis ofntiaén reasons why the 2010 biodiversity
target has not been met despite the activitiesntakin by Parties, drawing upon the third editibthe
Global Biodiversity Outlook, the fourth nationap@ts and other relevant sources of informationt an

(b) Develop guides on integrating biodiversity intelevant sectors and cross-sectoral
policies, plans and programmes.
