Draft recommendation submitted by the Co-Chairstbé Contact Group on the Strategic Plan

Taking into account the recommendations of SBSTTA at its fourteentleting following its
examination of the outcome-oriented goals and targad associated indicators, and its consideratio
their possible adjustments for the period beyontd2the Working Group on Review of Implementation
of the Conventiorrecommends that the Conference of the Parties at its tenthtimpedopt a decision
along the following lines:

Recalling its decision 1X/9, in which it requested the WorkirGroup on Review of
Implementation, at its third meeting, to prepaog,donsideration and adoption by the Conferendhef
Parties at its tenth meeting, a revised and updatiedegic Plan including a revised biodiversitgéd,

Welcoming the submissions by Parties and observers provigiagr's on the updating and
revision of the Strategic Plan and the various ghasons that have been convened by Parties, the
Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversthe United Nations Environment Programme, the
International Union for Conservation of Nature (INYCCountdown 2010, and other partners, including
regional consultations, the Informal Expert Workshon the Updating of the Strategic Plan of the
Convention for the Post-2010 Period held in Londoom 18 to 20 January 2010 and the sixth
UN/Norway Trondheim Conference on Biodiversity,ch@ Trondheim, Norway, from 1 to 5 February
2010,

Expressing its gratitude to the Governments of Belgium, Brazil, Egypt, Btlia, Germany,
Greece, Ireland, Japan, Kenya, Norway, Panama, Beveden, and the United Kingdom for hosting
these consultations, as well as for their finanoaaltributions,

Welcoming also the participation of various bodies of theitéh Nations system, convened
through the Environmental Management Group, andhef scientific community, convened through
DIVERSITAS, the Inter Academy Panel of the NatioAahdemies of Science and other channels,

Noting with concern the conclusions of the third edition of the Glof@bdiversity Outlook,
which confirm that the 2010 biodiversity target mag been met in full, assesses the obstaclehévat
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prevented the target from being met, analyses dutwenarios for biodiversity and reviews possible
actions that might be taken to reduce future loss,

Welcoming also the reports of the study on the Economics of Estesys and Biodiversity,

9. Recalling its strategy for resource mobilization in suppairthe achievement of the three
objectives of the Convention (decision IX/11 B, ex) invites Parties and relevant organizations,
including members of the United Nations Developnm@nbup, the World Bank, regional development
banks and other relevant international and regibodies, together with non-governmental organiratio
and business sector entities to make availablendoessary resources for the implementation of the
Strategic Plan, especially by developing countriegarticular the least developed countries andllsm
island developing States among them, and countiteseconomies in transition;

10. Decides that the fourth edition of the Global BiodiversiButlook shall be prepared to
provide a mid-term review of progress towards t2Q@ targets, including an analysis of how the
implementation of the Convention and its StrateBlan has contributed to the 2015 targets of the
Millennium Development Goals;

STRATEGIC PLAN FOR THE PERIOD 2011-2020

“Today’s biodiversity, Our future”: the Strategic lan for the Convention on
Biological Diversity 2011-2020

1. The purpose of the Strategic Plan 2010-2020 isrtonpte effective implementation of the
Convention through a strategic approach comprigisbared vision, a mission, strategic goals amgtar
that will inspire broad-based action by all Partiesl stakeholders. It will also provide a framewtfimk
the establishment of national and regional targats for enhancing coherence in the implementatfon o
the provisions of the Convention and the decisiohghe Conference of the Parties, including the
programmes of work and the Global Strategy for Paonservation as well as international regime on
access and benefit sharindt2will also serve as the basis for the developn@rcommunication tools
capable of attracting the attention of and engagtageholders, thereby facilitating the mainstresaf
biodiversity into broader national and global agedA separate Strategic Plan is being developetthid¢o
Biosafety Protocol that will complement the presamé for the Convention.

2. The text of the Convention, and in particular iisee objectives, provide the fundamental basis
for the Strategic Plan.

l. THE RATIONALE FOR THE PLAN?®

3. Biological diversity underpins ecosystem functigniand the provision of ecosystem services
essential for human well-being. It provides fordagecurity, human health, the provision of clearaat
water; it contributes to local livelihoods, and romic development, and is essential for the achievd

of the Millennium Development Goals, including payeeduction.

4, The Convention on Biological Diversity has thregeatives: the conservation of biological
diversity; the sustainable use of its componemd;the fair and equitable sharing of benefits agsiut

of the utilization of genetic resources. In the @mtion’s first Strategic Plan, adopted in 2002 th
Parties committed themselves “to a more effectivi @herent implementation of the three objectifes
the Convention, to achieve by 2010 a significaduntion of the current rate of biodiversity lossttz
global, regional and national level as a contrifiutio poverty alleviation and to the benefit ofld# on
Earth.” The third edition of the Global BiodiversiOutlook (GBO-3), drawing upon national reports,
indicators and research studies, assesses pragvesmsls the 2010 target, and provides scenarioghéor
future of biodiversity.

5. The 2010 biodiversity target has inspired actiomany levels. However, such actions have not
been on a scale sufficient to address the pressarésgodiversity. Moreover there has been insigfiti
integration of biodiversity issues into broaderigieb, strategies, programmes and actions, andftrer

the underlying drivers of biodiversity loss have heen significantly reduced. While there is nownso
understanding of the linkages between biodiversitpsystem services and human well-being, the value
of biodiversity is still not reflected in broadeuljzies and incentive structures.

6. Most Parties identify a lack of financial, humandatechnical resources as limiting their
implementation of the Convention. Technology tranginder the Convention has been very limited.
Insufficient scientific information for policy andlecision making is a further obstacle for the

implementation of the Convention. However, sciéntifncertainty should not be used as an excuse for
inaction.

7. The 2010 biodiversity target has not been achieaetbast not at the global level. The diversity
of genes, species and ecosystems continues toeleati the pressures on biodiversity remain conhstan
increase in intensity mainly as a result of humetioas.

8. Scientific consensus projects a continuing lodsatiitats and high rates of extinctions throughout
this century if current trends persist, with thekrof drastic consequences to human societiesvasase
thresholds or “tipping points” are crossed. Unleiggent action is taken to reverse current trendsgide
range of services derived from ecosystems, undeggify biodiversity, could rapidly be lost. Whiteet
harshest impacts will fall on the poor, thereby emdining efforts to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals, no-one will be immune from thpacts of the loss of biodiversity.

9. On the other hand, scenario analysis reveals a widge of options for addressing the crisis.
Determined action to value and protect biodiverdityersity will benefit people in many ways, incing
through better health, greater food security asd fgverty. It will also help to slow climate chargy
enabling ecosystems to store and absorb more caabdrit will help people adapt to climate change b
adding resilience to ecosystems and making thes aBerable. Better protection of biodiversity is
therefore a prudent and cost-effective investmenisk reduction for the global community.

10. Achieving this positive outcome requires actionsnaftiple entry points, which are reflected in
the goals of this Strategic Plan. These include:

€) Initiating action to address the underlyinguses of biodiversity loss, including
production and consumption patterns, by ensuringt thiodiversity concerns are mainstreamed
throughout government and society, through comnatioic, education and awareness, appropriate
incentive measures, and institutional change;

(b) Taking action now to decrease the direct pnesson biodiversity. Engagement of the
agricultural, forest, fisheries, tourism, energyd asther sectors will be essential to success. Where
trade-offs between biodiversity protection and otmcial objectives exist, they can often be miaani
by using approaches such as spatial planning ditddeaty measures. Where multiple pressures are
threatening vital ecosystems and their servicageniraction is needed to decrease those pressosds m
amenable to short-term relief, such as over-exgiom or pollution, so as to prevent more intralgab
pressures, in particular climate change, from pugttie system “over the edge” to a degraded state;

(© Continuing direct action to safeguard and, neheecessary, restore biodiversity and
ecosystem services. Whilst longer term actiongtluce the underlying causes of biodiversity arentpk
effect, immediate action can help conserve bioditerincluding in critical ecosystems, by means of
protected areas, habitat restoration, species-eegoprogrammes and other targeted conservation
interventions;

(d) Efforts to ensure continued provision of ectesysservices and to ensure access to these
services, especially for the poor who most direckipend on them. Maintenance and restoration of
ecosystems generally provide cost-effective wayadidress climate change. Therefore, although aimat
change is an additional major threat to biodivgrséddressing this threat opens up a number of
opportunities for biodiversity conservation andtaimable use;

(e) Enhanced support mechanisms for: capacitydingjj the generation, use and sharing of
knowledge; and access to the necessary finanalabtduer resources. National planning processestoeed
become more effective in mainstreaming biodiversityg in highlighting its relevance for social and
economic agendas. Convention bodies need to beomme effective in reviewing implementation and
providing support and guidance to Parties.
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. VISION

11. The vision of this Strategic Plan is a world &fving in harmony with nature” where“By 2050,
Biodiversity [our natural capital] is valued conseed, restored and wisely used, sustaining a healthy
planet and delivering benefits essential for allqgqe”.

1. THE MISSION OF THE STRATEGIC PLAN

12. [Take effective and urgent action [to halt]towardalting] the loss of biodiversity [by
2020*[provided a fifty-fold increase in funding made available, in accordance with the principle of
‘common but differentiated responsibility and dei@0 of the Convention]] in order to contribute t
human well-being, and poverty eradication, andeicuge the planet’s variety of life, and [by 2020] t
have reduced the pressures on biodiversity, avdigpthg points, used biological resources sustdina
restored ecosystems and sustain ecosystem sersitagd the benefits of biodiversity equitably, and
mainstreamed biodiversity issues, and to have edghat all Parties have the means to do so.]

V. STRATEGIC GOALSAND THE 2020 HEADLINE TARGETS"

13. The Strategic Plan includes 20 headline target2@@0, organized under five strategic goals. The
goals and targets comprise both: (i) aspiratiomsafthievement at the global level; and (ii) a fidi
framework for the establishment of national or oegi targets. Parties are invited to set their tavgets
within this flexible framework, taking into accounétional needs and priorities, while also beaiing
mind national contributions to the achievementhef global targets. Not all countries necessaridnte
develop a national target for each and every gltdrglet. For some countries, the global threshetd s
through certain targets may already have been amthi®©thers targets may not be relevant in thetcpun
context.

Strategic goal A. Address the underlying causeshiddiversity loss by mainstreaming biodiversity
across government and society

Target 1: By 2020, at the latest all people arerawed the values of biodiversity and the steps thery
take to conserve and use it sustainably.

Target 2: By 2020, at the latest the values of ibmdity are integrated into [national accountsitional
and local development and poverty reduction stiasegnd planning processes.

Target 3: By 2020, at the latest incentives|, idolg subsidies,] harmful to biodiversity are eliriad,
phased out or reformed in order to minimize or dvoégative impacts [and positive incentives for the
conservation and sustainable use of biodiversigy daveloped and applied, [consistent with relevant
international obligations]].

V. IMPLEMENTATION, MONITORING, REVIEW AND EVALUATION

14. Means for implementation. The Strategic Plan will be implemented primariyaugh activities

at the national or sub-national level, with supipgrection at the regional and global levels. Ttrat8gic
Plan provides a flexible framework for the estdblient of national and regional targets. National
Biodiversity Strategies and Action Plans are kestrimments for translating the Strategic Plan tgonat
circumstances, including through the national texgend for integrating biodiversity across alltees of
government and society. The participation of divant stakeholders should be promoted and faeitita
at all levels of implementation. Initiatives andtigities of indigenous and local communities,
contributing the implementation of the Strategi@rPlat the local level should be supported and
encouraged. The means for implementation may vamy fcountry to country, according to national
needs and circumstances. Nonetheless, countriegidstearn from each other when determining
appropriate means for implementation. It is in thfgrit that examples of the possible means for
implementation are provided in Annex Il of decisi¥rfb. It is envisaged that implementation will be
further supported by the international regime oceas and benefit sharing which will facilitate fag
and equitable sharing of benefits arising fromuke of genetic resourcés.

15. The programmes of work .- The thematic programmes of work of the Conwantinclude:
biodiversity of inland waters, marine and coastabdlversity, agricultural biodiversity, forest
biodiversity, biodiversity of dry and sub-humid ¢ mountain biodiversity, and island biodiversity.
Together with the various cross-cutting isslisey provide detailed guidance, on implementatibthe
Strategic Plan, and could also contribute to dguaknt and poverty reduction. They are key toolseto
considered in the updating of national biodiversitategies and action plans.

17. Partnerships at all levels are required for effective implenaitn of the Strategic Plan, to
leverage actions at the scale necessary and alyarner the ownership necessary ensure mainstrgamin
of biodiversity across sectors of government, sgciand the economy. Partnerships with the
programmes, funds and specialized agencies of tiedJNations system as well as other multilateral
and bilateral agencies, foundations. women, indigenand local communities, and non-governmental
organizations will be essential to support impletagon of the Strategic Plan at the national le¢lthe
international level this requires partnerships leetvthe Convention and other conventions, inteynali
organizations and processes, civil society anghthvate sector. In particular, efforts will be needo:

€) Ensure that the Convention, through its nermat&gic Plan, contributes to sustainable
development and the elimination of poverty, anddatier Millennium Development Goals;

(b) Ensure cooperation to achieve implementatiche Plan in different sectors;

(©) Promote biodiversity-friendly practice by busss; and

(d) Promote synergy and coherence in the impleatient of the multilateral environmental
agreements.
18. Reporting by Parties. Parties will inform the Conference of the Partiéshe national targets or

commitments they adopt to implement the Stratelzio,Ras well as any milestones towards these w&rget
and report on progress towards these targets alebtomes, including through their fifth and sixth
national reports. Suggested milestones, as weluggested indicators, are provided in Annex Il of
decision X/9. to this Strategic PldhParliamentarians by responding to the needs apdctations of
citizens on a regular basis should play a roleeiriewing the implementation of the Convention a& th
national and sub-national levels, as appropriatehelp governments produce a more comprehensive
review.

19. Review by the Conference of the Parties. The Conference of the Parties, with the support of
other Convention bodies, in particular the Work@igoup on Review of Implementation, will keep under
review implementation of this Strategic Plan, angport effective implementation by Parties ensuring
that new guidance is informed by the experiencRanties in implementing the Convention, in linehwit
the principle of adaptive management through adéaening. The Conference of the Parties will revie
the progress towards, the global targets as seindilie Strategic Plan and make recommendations to
overcome any obstacles encountered in meeting ttamgets, including revising the annex of decision
X/11 and measures contained therein, and, as ajgiepto strengthen the mechanisms to support
implementation, monitoring and review. To facil@dahis work, SBSTTA should develop a common set
of biodiversity metrics to be used to assess tteisiof biodiversity and its values.
