The Ad Hoc Open Ended Group on Review of Implemigont of the Conventionecommends
that the Conference of the Parties its tenth mgetdopt a decision along the following lines:

Recalling the strategy for resource mobilization in suppoft the achievement of the
Convention’s objectives adopted in decision I1X/11 B

Having considered the recommendations from the third meeting of thit hoc Open-ended
Group on Review of Implementation of the Convention

Reaffirming the commitment of Parties to meet the obligatises out in the provisions of
Article 20 of the Convention and in accordance lith Rio Principles,

Emphasizing that any new and innovative funding mechanismsapplementary to the financial
mechanisms established under the provisions o€larfil of the Convention,

1. Invites Parties that have not done so to appoint a “resommobilization focal point” to
facilitate national implementation of the stratégyresource mobilization;

2. Reiterates that national implementation of the strategy faouwrce mobilization should
include, as appropriate, the design and dissernmati a country-specific resource mobilization t&tgy,
with the involvement of key stakeholders, such @s-governmental organizations, indigenous and local
communities, environmental funds, businesses andrdpin the frame of updated national biodiversity
strategy and action plans;

3. Requests the Executive Secretary, subject to the availgbiif resources, to organize
regional and subregional workshops to assist witie tdevelopment of country-specific
resource-mobilization strategies, including forigmhous and local communities, as part of updating
national biodiversity strategy and action plansptomote exchange of experience and good pragctice i
financing for biological diversity and to faciligatthe national monitoring of the outcomes of cogntr
specific resource mobilization strategies;
