UPDATING AND REVISION OF THE STRATEGIC PLAN FOR THE POST-2010 PERIOD

Draft recommendation submitted by the Co-Chairstbé Contact Group on the Strategic Plan

Taking into account the recommendations of SBSTTA at its fourteentteting following its
examination of the outcome-oriented goals and tayged associated indicators, and its consideratio
their possible adjustments for the period beyontD2¢he Working Group on Review of Implementation
of the Conventiorrecommends that the Conference of the Parties at its tenthtinge@dopt a decision
along the following lines:

The Conference of the Parties,

Recalling its decision IX/9, in which it requested the WoikinGroup on Review of
Implementation, at its third meeting, to prepacg,donsideration and adoption by the Conferendbef
Parties at its tenth meeting, a revised and updétiedegic Plan including a revised biodiversitgt,

Welcoming the submissions by Parties and observers providiegs on the updating and
revision of the Strategic Plan and the various cltasons that have been convened by Parties, the
Secretariat of the Convention on Biological Diversithe United Nations Environment Programme,
IUCN Countdown 2010, and other partners, includiegional consultations, the Informal Expert
Workshop on the Updating of the Strategic Planh&f €onvention for the Post-2010 Period held in
London from 18 to 20 January 2010 and the sixthNiiway Trondheim Conference on Biodiversity,
held in Trondheim, Norway, from 1 to 5 February @01

Expressing its gratitude to the Governments of Belgium, Brazil, Egypt, Bffia, Germany,
Greece, Ireland, Japan, Kenya, Norway, Panama, Bevaden, and the United Kingdom for hosting
these consultations, as well as for their financiatributions,

Welcoming also the participation of various bodies of theiteth Nations system, convened
through the Environmental Management Group, andhef scientific community, convened through
DIVERSITAS, the Inter Academy Panel of the NatioAahdemies of Science and other channels,

Noting with concern the conclusions of the third edition of the Glolgabdiversity Outlook,
which confirm that the 2010 biodiversity target ms been met in full, assesses the obstacleéve
prevented the target from being met, analyses dusizenarios for biodiversity and reviews possible
actions that might be taken to reduce future loss,

Welcoming also the reports of the study on the Economics of Estesys and Biodiversity,

the implementation of the Strategic Plan;

6. Emphasizing that increased knowledge on biodiversity and edesysservices and its
application is an important tool for communicatiagd mainstreaming biodiversitipvites Parties and
other Governments to make use of the findings ef shudy on The Economics of Ecosystems and
Biodiversity and other relevant studies, to make ¢hase for investment for biodiversity and ecosyste
services and to strengthen policy commitment taib&rsity at the highest level;

9. Recalling its strategy for resource mobilization in suppairthe achievement of the three
objectives of the Convention (decision IX/11 B, ex) invites Parties and relevant organizations,
including members of the United Nations Developm@nbup, the World Bank, regional development
banks and other relevant international and regibodles, together with non-governmental organipatio
and business sector entities [to make availablendwessary resources for the implementation of the
Strategic Plan, especially by developing countiiegarticular the least developed countries andlism
island developing States among them, and countiteseconomies in transition];

10. Decides that the fourth edition of the Global BiodiversiButlook shall be prepared to
provide a mid-term review of progress towards ti@R2@ targets, including an analysis of how the
implementation of the Convention and its Stratelglan has contributed to the 2015 targets of the
Millennium Development Goals;

11. Recalling that the role of the Conference of the Partie® ikeep the implementation of
the Convention under reviewlecides that future meetings of the Conference of thei®aghall review
progress in the implementation of the StrategioP&hare experiences relevant for implementatiah an
provide guidance on means to address obstaclesiaeced;

12. Decides to consider at its eleventh meeting the need fat possible development of
additional mechanisms or enhancements to existiachemisms such as SBSTTA and WGRI to enable
Parties to meet their commitments under the Comweiaind the implementation of the Strategic Plan.

STRATEGIC PLAN FOR THE PERIOD 2011-2020

“Today'’s biodiversity, Our future”: the Strategic lan for the Convention on
Biological Diversity 2011-2020

1. The purpose of the Strategic Plan 2010-2020 isrtonpte effective implementation of the
Convention through a strategic approach compriaisgared vision, a mission, strategic goals angbtar
that will inspire broad-based action by all Partiesl stakeholders. It will also provide a framewfmk
the establishment of national and regional targats for enhancing coherence in the implementatfon o
the provisions of the Convention and the decisiohghe Conference of the Parties, including the
programmes of work and the Global Strategy for PG@Gonservation as well as international regime on
access and benefit sharindt2will also serve as the basis for the developnarcommunication tools
capable of attracting the attention of and engagtageholders, thereby facilitating the mainstresnof
biodiversity into broader national and global agendA separate Strategic Plan is being developethdo
Biosafety Protocol that will complement the preseme for the Convention.

2. The text of the Convention, and in particular lisee objectives, provide the fundamental basis
for the Strategic Plan.

l. THE RATIONALE FOR THE PLAN?®

3. Biological diversity underpins ecosystem functianiand the provision of ecosystem services
essential for human well-being. It provides fordagecurity, human health, the provision of clearaad
water; it contributes to local livelihoods, and Bemic development, and is essential for the achieve

of the Millennium Development Goals, including pdyeeduction.

4, The Convention on Biological Diversity has thregeatives: the conservation of biological
diversity; the sustainable use of its componenid;tae fair and equitable sharing of benefits agsiut

of the utilization of genetic resources. In the @amtion’s first Strategic Plan, adopted in 2002% th
Parties committed themselves “to a more effectivet @herent implementation of the three objectofes
the Convention, to achieve by 2010 a significaduotion of the current rate of biodiversity losstlz
global, regional and national level as a contrifiutio poverty alleviation and to the benefit ofld# on
Earth.” The third edition of the Global BiodivessiOutlook (GBO-3), drawing upon national reports,
indicators and research studies, assesses pragvesmsls the 2010 target, and provides scenariothéor
future of biodiversity.

5. The 2010 biodiversity target has inspired actiomany levels. However, such actions have not
been on a scale sufficient to address the pressmré$odiversity. Moreover there has been insugfici
integration of biodiversity issues into broaderigek, strategies, programmes and actions, andftrer

the underlying drivers of biodiversity loss have heen significantly reduced. While there is nownso
understanding of the linkages between biodiversitpsystem services and human well-being, the value
of biodiversity is still not reflected in broadeslizies and incentive structures.

6. Most Parties identify a lack of financial, humandatechnical resources as limiting their
implementation of the Convention. Technology transinder the Convention has been very limited.

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Insufficient scientific information for policy andlecision making is a further obstacle for the
implementation of the Convention. However, sciéntifncertainty should not be used as an excuse for
inaction.

7. The 2010 biodiversity target has not been achieattbast not at the global level. The diversity
of genes, species and ecosystems continues toeeati the pressures on biodiversity remain constan
increase in intensity mainly as a result of humetioas.

8. Scientific consensus projects a continuing lodsatiitats and high rates of extinctions throughout
this century if current trends persist, with thekrof drastic consequences to human societiesvasase
thresholds or “tipping points” are crossed. Unlesgent action is taken to reverse current trendgida
range of services derived from ecosystems, undeegimy biodiversity, could rapidly be lost. Whiteet
harshest impacts will fall on the poor, thereby emdining efforts to achieve the Millennium
Development Goals, no-one will be immune from thpacts of the loss of biodiversity.

9. On the other hand, scenario analysis reveals a mwidge of options for addressing the crisis.
Determined action to value and protect biodiverditsersity will benefit people in many ways, incind
through better health, greater food security asd fgverty. It will also help to slow climate changy
enabling ecosystems to store and absorb more gaahdnt will help people adapt to climate change b
adding resilience to ecosystems and making them Jakerable. Better protection of biodiversity is
therefore a prudent and cost-effective investmenisk reduction for the global community.

10. Achieving this positive outcome requires actionsnadtiple entry points, which are reflected in
the goals of this Strategic Plan. These include:

(@ Initiating action to address the underlyinguses of biodiversity loss, including
production and consumption patterns, by ensuringt thiodiversity concerns are mainstreamed
throughout government and society, through comnatioic, education and awareness, appropriate
incentive measures, and institutional change;

(b) Taking action now to decrease the direct pmesson biodiversity. Engagement of the
agricultural, forest, fisheries, tourism, energyd asther sectors will be essential to success. Where
trade-offs between biodiversity protection and oterial objectives exist, they can often be mizedi
by using approaches such as spatial planning dicdeaty measures. Where multiple pressures are
threatening vital ecosystems and their servicegentraction is needed to decrease those pressosts m
amenable to short-term relief, such as over-exgtion or pollution, so as to prevent more intralgtab
pressures, in particular climate change, from pughie system “over the edge” to a degraded state;

(c) Continuing direct action to safeguard and, reheecessary, restore biodiversity and
ecosystem services. Whilst longer term actiongtluce the underlying causes of biodiversity aretpk
effect, immediate action can help conserve bioditerincluding in critical ecosystems, by means of
protected areas, habitat restoration, species-eegoprogrammes and other targeted conservation
interventions;

(d) Efforts to ensure continued provision of ectsysservices and to ensure access to these
services, especially for the poor who most direclipend on them. Maintenance and restoration of
ecosystems generally provide cost-effective wayadiress climate change. Therefore, although aiimat
change is an additional major threat to biodivgrséddressing this threat opens up a number of
opportunities for biodiversity conservation andtairmble use;

(e) Enhanced support mechanisms for: capacity ldgwvent; the generation, use and
sharing of knowledge; and access to the necesszamcial and other resources. National planning
processes need to become more effective in maamsing biodiversity and in highlighting its relevanc
for social and economic agendas. Convention bod&sd to become more effective in reviewing
implementation and providing support and guidaocearties.

11. The vision of this Strategic Plan is a world &fving in harmony with nature” where“By 2050,
Biodiversity [our natural capital] is valued conseed, restored and wisely used, sustaining a healthy
planet and delivering benefits essential for allgyge”.

V. STRATEGIC GOALSAND THE 2020 HEADLINE TARGETS'

12. The Strategic Plan includes 20 headline target2@@0, organized under five strategic goals. The
goals and targets comprise both: (i) aspiratiomsafthievement at the global level; and (i) a fidai
framework for the establishment of national or oegi targets. Parties are invited to set their tavgets
within this flexible framework, taking into accounational needs and priorities, while also bearing
mind national contributions to the achievementhef global targets. Not all countries necessarisdne
develop a national target for each and every gltdrgjet. For some countries, the global threshetd s
through certain targets may already have been aahi®thers targets may not be relevant in thetepun
context.

Strategic goal A. Address the underlying causeshiddiversity loss by mainstreaming biodiversity
across government and society

Target 19: By 2020, knowledge and technologiegdingao biodiversity, its values and functioningg i
status and trends, and the consequences of italesasproved, widely shared, and applied.

Target 20: By 2020, capacity (human resources amahéing) for implementing the Convention has
increased [tenfold].

V. IMPLEMENTATION, MONITORING, REVIEW AND EVALUATION

13. Means for implementation. The Strategic Plan will be implemented primariydugh activities

at the national or sub-national level, with suppgrtaiction at the regional and global levels. ThratSgic
Plan provides a flexible framework for the estdbiient of national and regional targets. National
Biodiversity Strategies and Action Plans are kestrimments for translating the Strategic Plan teonat
circumstances, including through the national tangend for integrating biodiversity across alltees of
government and society. The participation of divent stakeholders should be promoted and faeitita
at all levels of implementation. Initiatives andtigities of indigenous and local communities,
contributing the implementation of the StrategiarPlat the local level should be supported and
encouraged. The means for implementation may viam fcountry to country, according to national
needs and circumstances. Nonetheless, countriasidshearn from each other when determining
appropriate means for implementation. It is in thfrit that examples of the possible means for
implementation are provided in Annex Il of decisi®¥f5. The Convention’s various programmes of
work provide detailed guidance on implementatiod #rese are key tools for its implementation. It is
envisaged that implementation will be further supgb by the international regime on access andfliene
sharing which will facilitate the fair and equitabsharing of benefits arising from the use of genet
resources. 6

14. Broadening political support for this Strategic Plan and the objectives of @@nvention is
necessary, for example, by working to ensure thatdd of State and Government and the
parliamentarians of all Parties understand theevafubiodiversity and ecosystem services. Partighé
Convention should pass national legislation orgiedi that establish a national biodiversity targbts
supports the achievement of the Strategic Plani@ndlobal targets and outlines the measures and
activities that will achieve this, such as the depment of comprehensive national accounts that
integrate the values of biodiversity and ecosystermices into government decision making.

organizations and processes, civil society angbtivate sector. In particular, efforts will be neddo:

(@ Ensure that the Convention, through its nerat&gic Plan, contributes to sustainable
development and the elimination of poverty, anddtier Millennium Development Goals;

(b) Ensure cooperation to achieve implementatfchePlan in different sectors;

16. Reporting by Parties. Parties will inform the Conference of the Partiéshe national targets or
commitments they adopt to implement the Strateffio,Ras well as milestones towards these targeds, a
report on progress towards these targets and onlest including through their fifth and sixth natid
reports. Suggested milestones, as well as ind&atwe provided in Annex Il of decision X/-® this
Strategic Plan.Parliamentarians by responding to the needs apdctations of citizens on a regular
basis should play a role in reviewing the impleragah of the Convention at the national and sub-
national levels, as appropriate, to help governmpraduce a more comprehensive review.

17. Review by the Conference of the Parties. The Conference of the Parties, with the support of
other Convention bodies, in particular the Work@igup on Review of Implementation, will keep under
review implementation of this Strategic Plan, angport effective implementation by Parties ensuring
that new guidance is informed by the experiencBarfies in implementing the Convention, in linehwit
the principle of adaptive management through ad@aening. The Conference of the Parties will rewie
the progress towards, the global targets as seinatlite Strategic Plan and make recommendations to
overcome any obstacles encountered in meeting tlaogets, including revising the annex of decision
X/-** and measures contained therein, and, as appmptiatstrengthen the mechanisms to support
implementation, monitoring and review. To facilitehis work, SBSTTA should develop a common set
of biodiversity metrics to be used to assess thesof biodiversity and its values.

VI. SUPPORT MECHANISM S

18. Capacity development for effective national action: Many Parties, especially the developing
countries, in particular the least developed coestand small island developing States among theih,
countries with economies in transition may reqsispport for the development of national targets and
their integration into national biodiversity strgies and action plans, revised and updated intittethis
Strategic Plan and guidance from the ConferencthefParties (decision IX/8). Global and regional
capacity-development programmes could provide teehsupport and facilitate peer-to-peer exchange,
complementing national activities supported by fimancial mechanism in line with the four-year
framework of programme priorities related to utiibn of GEF resources for biodiversity for theipér
from 2010 to 2014 (decision I1X/31¢apacity development on gender mainstreaming,dordance with

implementing the Convention have a wealth of exgrex@ and have developed many useful good practice
cases, tools and guidance. There is additionaubsgbrmation beyond this community. A biodiveysit
knowledge network will be developed including aadatse and network of practitioners, to bring togreth
this knowledge and experience and to make it adaildahrough the clearing-house mechanism to
facilitate and support enhanced implementatiorhef@onvention'* National clearing house mechanism
nodes comprising networks of experts with effectigbsites should be developed and sustained so that
in each Party, all have access to the informatixpertise and experience required to implement the
Convention. National clearing house mechanism nalesild also be linked to the central CHM
managed by the CBD Secretariat, and informatiomaxge between these should be facilitated.

20. Financial resources. The resource mobilization strategy including thepopsed concrete
initiatives, targets/indicators to be developedd qmocesses for developing innovative mechanisms,
provides a roadmap for achieving the effective enpéntation of Article 20, paragraphs 2 and 4 of the
Convention in support of the implementation of tBisategic Plaf{Pending discussion on financial
resources in the other contact group}

21. Partnerships and initiatives to enhance cooperation. Cooperation will be enhanced with the
Programmes, Funds and Specialized agencies ofrifiedNations System as well as other multilateral
and bilateral agencies, foundations and non-goventah organizatiotd and indigenous and local
communities, to support implementation of the $gat Plan at the national level. Cooperation wiba
be enhanced with relevant regional bodies to premegional biodiversity strategies and the integnat
of biodiversity into broader initiatives. Initiat¢ of the Convention such as South-South Coopardtio
Promoting engagement of cities and local authsrifi@nd Business and Biodiversityand promoting
the engagement of parliamentarians, including thinoimter-parliamentary dialogues will contribute to
the implementation of the Strategic Plan.

22. Support mechanisms for research, monitoring and assessment. The following inputs are
required to support the work of the ConferencéhefRarties.

(a) Global monitoring of biodiversity: work is needeal monitor the status and trends of
biodiversity, maintain and share data, and devetapuse indicators and agreed measures of biodivers
and ecosystem chanlfe.

(b) Regular assessment of the state of biodiversityemudystem services, future scenarios
and effectiveness of responses: this could be gedvihrough an enhanced role for SBSTTA as well as
the proposed intergovernmental platform on bioditgand ecosystem services.
