Arabic version of CBD website inaugurated as a contribution to achieving the objectives of the United Nations Decade on Biodiversity

Montreal, 6 June 2011 – The Arabic version of the website of the United Nations Convention on Biological Diversity (CBD) was launched today at the occasion of the opening of the first meeting of the Intergovernmental Committee of the Nagoya Protocol on Access to Genetic Resources and the Fair and Equitable Sharing of Benefits Arising from Their Utilization. The Arabic version was launched as a contribution to achieving the objectives of the United Nations Decade on Biodiversity and achieving the new Strategic Plan for Biodiversity 2011-2020, also known as the Aichi Biodiversity Targets.

The launch of the Arabic version of the CBD website was made possible thanks to the generous contribution of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Thanks to the financial support of the French Government and the Government of Spain, the website is also available in French and Spanish.
