Il. EXECUTIVE DIRECTION AND MANAGEMENT

3. In September, the Executive Secretary visiteaziBwhere together with the Brazilian Ministers
of Foreign Affairs and the Environment, he signieel Host Government Agreement (HGA) in respect of
the eighth meeting of the Conference of the Pattigbe Convention (COP-8) and the third Meeting of
the Parties to the Cartagena Protocol on Biosgfé®P/MOP-3) which are scheduled to be held in
March 2006 in Curitiba, Brazil. The Executive Ssary and a team of relevant Secretariat staff also
visited the conference facilities and discussedhwé#enior government officials the logistical,
administrative and financial aspects of the orgation of both meetings.

4, The Secretariat completed preparations for itise heeting of the Ad hoc Open-ended Working
Group on Review of Implementation of the Convenii@fGRI), and brought the meeting to a successful
conclusion. Held in Montreal, from 5 to 9 Septemi2905, the WGRI meeting adopted nine
recommendations addressing issues of implementatiemiew of processes and mechanisms,
cooperation and engagement of the private sechar,n@onitoring, reporting and evaluation processes.
Two issues were widely agreed upon: the need sasiine the Convention processes, and provide
assistance for national implementation.

5. The Secretariat, in consultation with the sexiats of the four biodiversity-related conventipns
prepared a paper on “Options for Enhanced Cooperaimong the Five Biodiversity-related
Conventions” (UNEP/CBD/WG-RI/1/7.Add.2). The pajeiilt on discussions held at the third meeting
of the Biodiversity Liaison Group (held in Glandyi&erland, on 10 May 2005). On the basis of this
paper, the Secretariat revised and expanded thmefosingle webpage on the biodiversity-related
conventions. The Heads of the five conventions glepared a joint statement to the United Nations
Millennium Summit in New York, emphasizing the inm@ot role biodiversity plays in achieving the
Millennium Development Goals. The Executive Seamehas provided comments on the agenda for the
next meeting of the Liaison Group, to be hostethieyConvention on Migratory Species (CMS) in Bonn,
Germany, on 4 October 2005.

6. Work on the “Business and the 2010 Biodiver€ihallenge” initiative is ongoing. The initiative
was introduced to delegates at the Ad Hoc Openeeldarking Group on Review of Implementation of
the Convention at a well-attended side event. diteon, preparations for the second Business had t
2010 Biodiversity challenge meeting are underwahe second meeting will be held in Sdo Paulo,
Brazil, from 3-5 November 2005, and, in keepinghwiite recommendations of the Working Group on
Review of Implementation of the Convention, it Wilkrther develop the outcomes of the first meetay,
well as address the engagement of industries dealith access and benefit-sharing issues and the
finance and insurance industries.
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7. The Secretariat has prepared a draft agendéhéoeighth meeting of the Conference of the
Parties, which was approved by the Bureau on 8cgdper 2005.
8. The Executive Secretary and relevant Secretat#t attended the Conference on Health and

Biodiversity (COHAB, 23-25 August 2005, Galway, laned). The Executive Secretary addressed the
meeting in plenary on “Biodiversity, Health and tidlennium Development Goals”, and a presentation
was made to the conference on “Mainstreaming Berdity into Health Policy”.

9. The Secretariat prepared the Secretary GeneRadjgort for the 60 General Assembly on
implementation of the Convention on Biological Disiy.

10. The Executive Secretary participated in theééhNations World Summit on Assessing Progress
towards the Millennium Development Goals (MDG) irewl York (14-16 September 2005). In

preparation for this event, the Executive Secretdsp participated in the High-level Brainstorming

Workshop for the Multilateral Environmental Agreemte on Mainstreaming Environment beyond

Millennium Development Goal-7 organized by UNEPNairobi in July. Participants at the workshop

identified the availability of ecosystem services a precondition to achieving the Millennium

Development Goals and proposed a number of aeivitd mainstream the environment in the MDG
process.

11. In September, the Executive Secretary was rligetd keynote speaker at a luncheon of the
Montreal consular corps where he delivered a ptasen on “Biodiversity and Sustainable
Development: the Contribution of the ConventionRinlogical Diversity”. This event was in keeping
with the Convention’s outreach strategy of spregdire message of conservation, sustainable use and
the equitable sharing of the benefits of biologuigkrsity to a wide variety of audiences.

V. IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DECISIONSOF THE
CONFERENCE OF THE PARTIES

[SCIENTIFIC, TECHNICAL AND TECHNOLOGICAL MATTER$

DECISION VI1/1: FOREST BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY

24, In decision VI/22 the Conference of the Paiitiwted members of the Collaborative Partnership
on Forests to support the implementation of theaegpd programme of work on forest biological
diversity.

25. The same decision established an Ad Hoc TeahBipert Group (AHTEG) to provide advice
to the Executive Secretary and SBSTTA in the reviéimplementation of the expanded programme of
work on forest biological diversity. And in de@si VII/1, the Conference of the Parties requedted t
Executive Secretary to propose, in collaboratiotihwtie AHTEG on the Review of Implementation of
the Programme of Work on Forest Biological Diversiutcome oriented targets to be integrated imto t
forest work programme.

26. In response to these decisions, the followatlyities were carried out:

27. The Secretariat held a full-day meeting on &eper 28 2005 at the FAO Forestry Department
offices in Rome to explore further opportunities ¢ollaboration and to formulate a draft joint wpldn
on forest-related activities in the context of Memorandum of Understanding between the two
organizations and taking into account relevantad®pibntained in decision VI/22. Issues for
collaboration included (i) monitoring, assessmett eeporting, including the Global Forest Resources
Assessment 2005 and 2010 and its relationshipetoethuirements for CBD reporting under the 2010
target and the review of implementation of the exjeal programme of work on forest biological
diversity; (i) CBD input to national forest prognanes (iii) development of a toolkit for cross-seato
planning (as per par. 19c of decision V1/22) (igxticipation and contributions to meetings and
publications (including FAQ's State of the WorldFerests); and (v) future activities in the contafthe
Collaborative Partnership on Forests Task ForcBtormamlining Forest-related reporting. A number of
specific areas and targeted activities were idieatifand responsible actors and timelines were also
delineated. The Letter of Intent with the Governbaf the Netherlands provided funding to the
Secretariat’s staff to attend the meeting.

28. The Secretariat provided substantial inputtier TTO/IUCN expert workshop held in
Switzerland from 12 to 15 September 2005 on theeveand updating of ITTO’s (originally released in
1992) guidelines for biodiversity conservationriogtical production forests.

29. The Secretariat serviced the third—and final-etimg of the AHTEG on Review of
Implementation of the Programme of Work on Foréstdgjical Diversity held in Bonn, Germany from
25-29 July 2005 with the financial support of thev&rnment of Germany. The report of the meeting
and the substantive pre-session document wereedriift consideration by SBSTTA-11 based on the
outcomes of this and the previous two meetings beltthe Group including draft outcome oriented
targets and associated indicators for incorpordtitmthe forest work programme. Several indicator
were directly applied from the 2010 framework, wtithers were more specific.
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30. Information documents on forest law enforcenagrtt cross-sectoral integration were finalized
for consideration by SBSTTA-11.

31. A preliminary analysis of the information cangd in the forest section of the third national
report has been initiated.

DECISION VI1/2: BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY OF DRY AND SUB-HUMID LANDS

32. In decision VII/2 the Conference of the Partexguested the Executive Secretary to further
develop mechanisms for facilitating the synergistiplementation of the Rio conventions and other
biodiversity-related conventions.

33. Furthermore, in COP decision V/23, SBSTTA wexguested to periodically review the status

and trends of biodiversity in dry and sub-humiddsuto be documented and delivered in conjunction
with the detailed review of the implementation loé wwork programme at COP8 as mandated by decision
VII/31.

34. In response to these decisions, the followtityidies were carried out:

35. Pre-session documents were finalized on VYigveof the status and trends of biodiversity of dr
and sub-humid lands; (ii) set of draft global oueooriented targets for the dry and sub-humid lands
biodiversity programme of work; and (iii) in-deptéview of implementation of the programme of work
on dry and sub-humid lands for consideration by EB%at its eleventh meeting. An information
document synthesizing the information received fieamties and others regarding the implementation of
the programme of work was also prepared.

36. In consultation with the Secretariat of the UNI the Secretariat initiated a process seeking
inputs from the roster of experts of both the C&1tal UNCCD on (i) criteria for identification of &

of particular value and/or threat (ii) a list oicbuareas. This was done in the context of implémegn
activity A 2.1.a of the CBD-UNCCD joint programméwork.

37. The Secretariat has started to compile andg/s@atformation submitted by Parties in the third
National Reports in regards to dry and sub-humddabiodiversity.

38. As per decision VI1/33, and the WGRI requést, $ecretariat has undertaken the consolidation
of COP decisions on dry and sub-humid lands.

DECISION VI11/3: AGRICULTURAL BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY

39. Activities relating to agricultural biodivergitontinue to be constrained by staff limitatioas,
the FAO has not yet seconded a replacement fqrbgramme officer for Agricultural Biodiversity.

40. The Secretariat has received 30 responses totification on GURTS. These will be forwarded
to the Ad Hoc Open Ended Working Group on Artic{g 8nd related provisions for consideration at its
next meeting.

41. The Secretariat attended the first meetindhefdore advisory group of experts and the formal
launch meeting of a project of the Economics andd&rBranch of the United Nations Environment
Programme on integrated assessment of trade-rgtatezies and biological diversity in the agricuku
sector, which took place in Geneva from 14-15 R@@5. This initiative seeks to assist implementatio
of decision VI/5 of the Conference of the Partmsagricultural biodiversity, which calls for thmpacts
of trade liberalization on agricultural biologiadiversity to be studied in cooperation with interoaal
organizations.  This four-year project, funded HWye tEuropean Commission, will assess the
/...
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environmental, social and economic impact of treelated and other policies on the agriculture secto
with a particular emphasis on the protection ofldgaal diversity and the promotion of sustainable
trade. Integrated assessments will be undertaksix ieveloping countries with balanced represemtat
from Africa, the Caribbean and the Pacific (ACP moes). The assessments will be undertaken by
national institutions in close cooperation withioail government ministries and regional partners.

DECISION VI1/4: BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY OF INLAND WATERS

42. In decision VIlI/4 the Conference of the Parties

(a) welcomed the synergy being developed between dmeéhtion on Biological
Diversity and the Ramsar Convention in implementhrgyprogramme of work and encouraged
further activities aimed at avoiding overlaps ie thork of both conventions.

(b) recognized the usefulness of the national repotisgted to the Ramsar
Convention for a global status of the implementabbthe programme of work on the biological
diversity of inland water ecosystems.

(c) requested the Executive Secretary to develop WwelBSecretariat of the Ramsar
Convention a proposal on streamlining and improvirgeffectiveness of national reporting on
inland water ecosystems.

(d) requested the Executive Secretary to develop dfesttive means to report on
implementation of the programme of work as measagainst the global targets defined in the
Strategic Plan, in the Global Strategy for Planh&&vation, and in the Plan of Implementation
of the World Summit on Sustainable Development.

(e) recognized the need for reliable baseline datssabdequent regular national
assessments of the status and trends of, andgitoe@tland water biodiversity as a basis for
decision-making on the conservation and sustainad®#eof biodiversity of inland water
ecosystems

) requested Parties to provide advice and case stirdrelation to activities 1.1.7 and
1.4.2 of the revised programme of work and recpgelie Executive Secretary to compile
information and case studies in relation to ag@sitl.2.7, 1.1.12(a), 1.1.12(b), 2.1.5 and 2.3.6(a)

43. SBSTTA Recommendation X/4 requested the Exez@ecretary to prepare, for the information
of SBSTTA at its eleventh meeting, a matrix relgtine goals and targets of the programmes of wiark o
marine and coastal biodiversity and biodiversitynddind water ecosystems to the activities of these
programmes of work.

44, In response to these decisions the followiriyiies were carried out:

45, The CBD and Ramsar Secretariats have contitauedrk closely and in particular in relation to
the production of documents for SBSTTA 11. Documé@NEP/CBD/SBSTTA/11/13 (on criteria for site
designation) was finalised at the end of the previ@porting period but contains proposed mechanism
for enabling members of SBSTTA to comment on tleppsals in time for Ramsar COP-9 which
immediately precedes SBSTTA-11. These arrangenagatsow in place.

46. Document UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/11/12 has been fiealisThis draws attention to linkages
between the various subjects (targets, indicatositoring, reporting and ways and means to improve
the review implementation) and also draws SBSTTa&tention to the need to convene an AHTEG on
relevant subjects.
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47. A matrix relating the goals and targets ofghegramme of work on the biodiversity of inland
water ecosystems to the activities of the programmhveork has been drafted by the Secretariat fer th
information of SBSTTA at its eleventh meeting.

48. The Secretariat issued a notification requgstiformation and case studies in relation to
various activities in the programme of work on kir@logical diversity of inland water ecosystems.
Responses will be useidier alia, by the Secretariat to provide information to CQ@P&hese subjects
(adaptive management and mitigation strategiesdorbating the impacts of climate change; protected
inland water ecosystems; water pollution; sustdeabe and maintenance of ecological processes;
incentive measures; strategic environmental asszgsand invasive alien species).

49. The Secretariat has made comprehensive inpatshe DIVERSITAS Freshwater Biodiversity
Cross-cutting Network (FREDY): Challenges for Freater Biodiversity Research, Science Plan and
Implementation Strategy. Inputs included the negdrfore explicit linkages to the CBD Programme of
Work on the biological diversity of inland waterosystems and in particular to consider, in the next
stage, the prioritization of activities in relatiomthe achievement of the 2010 target.

50. The Secretariat reviewed and contributed todttadt sample module for inland waters under
UNEP’s “issue based modules for the implementatibmultilateral environment agreements”. A side-
event on this initiative was held at the meetinghef Ad Hoc Open Ended Working Group on Review of
Implementation of the Convention which was weleatted. Amongst other uses, it shows considerable
promise as a tool to assist harmonizing reportetgvben conventions.

DECISION VI1/5: MARINE AND COASTAL BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY

51. In annex | to decision VII/3, the Conferencelwf Parties adopted the elaborated programme of
work on marine and coastal biological diversitynpmsed of six programme elements: (i)
implementation of integrated marine and coastal aranagement; (ii) marine and coastal living
resources; (iii) marine and coastal protected ai@gsmariculture; (v) invasive alien species; gng
general. Enabling activities were also includethm elaborated programme of work. The role of the
Executive Secretary is to promote and facilitateithplementation of the programme of work. In
addition, the Executive Secretary has been requiéstendertake a number of specific tasks relating
the programme elements.

52. In response to this decision the following\atés were carried out:

(a) Implementation of integrated marine and coasteh management (IMCAM)

53. The meeting of the Ad Hoc Technical Expert Gron Implementation of IMCAM took place
from 11 to 15 July 2005 in Montreal, Canada. Tixéegin experts represented a regionally balanced
group nominated by countries and international migdions. The expert group reviewed obstacles to
implementation of IMCAM, and proposed ways and nsganovercome those obstacles. The report of
the expert group will be presented to SBSTTA-1amsformation document. However, due to the full
schedule of SBSTTA, the report will not be disculssedetail until COP-8.

(b) Marine and coastal living resources

54. A document on deep seabed genetic resourcesddye limits of national jurisdiction has been
finalized and peer reviewed. This document will @gpat SBSTTA as document

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(© Marine and coastal protected areas (MCPAS)

55. In accordance with the outcomes of thienketing of the Ad Hoc Open-Ended Working Group
on Protected Areas, the Secretariat issued acrtidn for Parties, other Governments and relevant
organizations to submit information on ecologiadteria for identification of potential marine assfor
protection and biogeographical classification systeThe submitted criteria are now being compiled a
analysed.

56. The Secretariat is collaborating with the IUBNrld Commission on Protected Areas to
produce technical advice on MCPA network designiarghrticular ecological coherence of networks,
as requested in decision VII/5, paragraph 37. Atdiacument has been produced, and will be reviewed
at a side meeting at the International Marine RtetkAreas Congress (IMPAC), which will take place
in Geelong, Australia, from 23 to 28 October 2005.

(d) General

57. The CBD Secretariat, the UNEP Regional Seagr&mame and the Black Sea Commission
collaborated to hold a Joint Workshop of Conventmm the Protection of the Black Sea Against
Pollution, Convention on Biological Diversity andiirEuropean Biological and Landscape Diversity
Strategy. The workshop aimed to enhance synergycangeration by aligning targets, indicators and
activities of the Draft Black Sea Biodiversity ahdndscape Conservation Strategy with those of the
CBD. This workshop is one of the joint activitiagpported by the UNEP Regional Seas Programme as
part of its collaborative activities with the CB@Setariat.

DECISION VI11/6: ASSESSMENT PROCESSES

58. At its seventh meeting, the Conference of thié€s, in its decision VII/6, requested SBSTTA to
review the findings of the Millennium Ecosystem Assment, including the synthesis report on
biodiversity and to prepare recommendations fosmeration at the eighth meeting of the Conferenice
the Parties. In the same decision, the COP reqtlestxecutive Secretary to cooperate with theeddhit
Nations Environment Programme on the follow-uphaf process of international environmental
governance.

59. In response to this decision the following\atés were carried out:
(a) Millennium Ecosystem Assessment (MA)
60. To assist SBSTTA in its review of the findirgfghe Millennium Ecosystem Assessment, the

Secretariat prepared document UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/bi/the implications of the findings of the
Millennium Ecosystem Assessment (MA) for the futwark of the Convention. SBSTTA will also have
before it the Summary for Decision Makers of theddversity Synthesis Report of the MA
(UNEP/CBD/SBSTTA/11/7/Add1).

(b) International environmental governance

61. The International Conference “Biodiversity: Swe and Governance”, held in Paris in January
2005, recommended the launch of an internationéti+stakeholder consultative process to assess the
need for an international mechanism, which woultl/jte a critical assessment of the scientific
information and policy options required for decrsimaking on biodiversity. In its meeting held fr&m

to 9 September 2005, the Ad Hoc Open-ended WoiRiogip on Review of Implementation of the
Convention considered the role and responsibifityhe Convention in this consultative process and
requested the Executive Secretary to report onrpssgat COP-8.

(GEOSS) work plan. The Secretariat has been inttedmment on this draft workplan and has shared
its observations with the GEO Secretariat.

63. The Global Terrestrial Observing System (GTE&ks to expand monitoring to include
biodiversity and respond to the needs of bioditgrrglated Conventions. The Integrated Global
Observation of Land (IGOL) will organize a meetmg“Observational Priorities for Conservation and
Biodiversity” to be held in Washington DC on 3 ah8llovember 2005, in which the Secretariat will
participate.

64. The Secretariat has also been invited to paate in the first Global Environment Outlook
(GEO) meeting with selected multilateral agreeméBtsin, 5-6 October 2005). Through these processes
the Convention is able to establish mechanismsagzessment and monitoring that provide relevant
information for many of the indicators adopted legidion VII/30.

74. The Secretariat commissioned UNESCO to prepai@abase of indigenous languages for
which at least two independent assessments oruthber of speakers have been carried out. A
preliminary analysis of the information compiled BNESCO shows that in many cases the different
assessments can not be compared one to the otteardeethey use different methodologies or areethirri
out by agents with specific purposes which may haffeenced the results of the census/estimate of
numbers of speakers. UNESCO will identify thoseglaages for which comparable data exist.

76. The Secretariat, in collaboration with COHABS - the First International Conference on the
Importance of Biodiversity to Human Health - and ENWCMC, convened an International
Consultation on Indicators for Biodiversity useddmod and Medicine. The consultation took place in
Galway, Ireland on 26 August 2005. The consultakisahto the identification of areas for consideati

in the development of indicators for biodiversiythe context of food production and consumption,
medicine and health.

An addendum on the
proposed actions relating to the three new progresnof work (mountains, protected areas and islands)
is currently being drafted.

81. A total of 48 reports on the implementatiorited programme of work for the Global Taxonomy
Initiative had been received.

84. The Secretariat, together with the Global Fastimip for Plant Conservation organized a
symposium to review the progress on the GSPC andfthllenges to implementation. The symposium
was held at the XVII International Botanical Corggdrom17-23 July 2005, in Vienna, Austria. The
Secretariat provided comments on a draft resoluyadopted by the Congress, calling on governments,
inter-governmental bodies and others to make theeaement of the targets of the Global Strategy for
Plant Conservation an urgent priority.

85. The Secretariat provided comments to Botanid&e Conservation International on a GEF
project concept note, for a project in support 8R& targets 3, 13, 15 and 16 (“Conservation,
sustainable management and public awareness d§@lam component of national sustainable
development and poverty alleviation”).

86. The Secretariat updated its webpages on theaGRirategy for Plant Conservation to reflect
developments since the GSPC expert meeting of @c®®03. In discussions with colleagues at Botanic
Gardens Conservation International—who maintairtfents 2010’ website of the Global Partnership
for Plant Conservation—it was agreed that the temids would update each other regularly on changes
to their respective websites, in order to maintagonsistent message. It was also agreed thatmaftmm

on national strategies and national focal pointald/@ppear on the CBD website.

88. The Executive Secretary was also requestedaision VI/22 to collaborate with the
Coordinator and Head of the United Nations Forunfrorests Secretariat and the Collaborative
Partnership on Forests in order to further integthé concepts of the ecosystem approach and
sustainable forest management.

89. In response to these decisions, the followtityidies were carried out:

The report of the
meeting, as well as a pre-session document defigedit has been prepared for consideration by
SBSTTA at its eleventh meeting.

DECISION VI1/26: COOPERATION WITH OTHER
ORGANIZATIONS, INITIATIVESAND CONVENTIONS

97. In decision VI1/26, the Conference of the Rexrtirged further enhanced cooperation between the
Convention on Biological Diversity and all relevamternational conventions, organizations and badie
strengthening and building on existing cooperatiangements to enhance synergies and reduce
inefficiencies in a manner consistent with thegpective mandates, governance arrangements and
agreed programmes, within existing resources.

98. In response to this request, the followingwtotis were carried out:

(a) Biodiversity Liaison Group

99. Following from the third meeting of the Biodrsgy Liaison Group (Gland, Switzerland, 10 May
2005), the secretariats of the five biodiversitiated conventions prepared a joint paper on options
enhanced cooperation.

(b) Biodiversity and Health

This included a detailedew of the first draft chapter on “ecosystems”
and the Secretariat is review editor of the chapefisheries. The Secretariat is now formally e-“c
sponsor” of the assessment.

(d) CMS

104. Discussions were held with UNU who is prepguignidance on how to incorporate migratory
species issues into NBSAPs, and is assisting Wweldtafting of the revised joint work plan betwéee
CBD and CMS on behalf of, and co-sponsored byQBB and CMS Secretariats. A key factor in co-
ordinating activities will be to harmonise the gtigic plans of the two conventions and in partictda
focus on synergies regarding achieving the 20XfetarThe Secretariat prepared a poster for CMS COP
which will be convened in November 2005.

105. A meeting with FAO Fisheries Department wasd lba 19 September in Rome in order to
strengthen collaboration on selected issues. Electariat was informed that the UN Atlas of Oceans
presently rather inactive and becoming outdate@rd s a need for financial resources (approximatel
$1500) to have the Atlas translated and promotesésin other UN languages. The coordinator ofAtla
is considering the possibility of closing the Atiag continues to be inactive. The Fisheries Bxément
is also considering ways to contribute data foorépg progress towards the 2010 target.

106. On 28 June 2005, the Secretariat participatéue first meeting of the International Steering
Committee to launch the international multi-stakdko consultative process to assess the need dor an
feasibility of an International Mechanism of SciéntExpertise on Biodiversity (IMOSEB) at the
Ministry of Research in Paris, France. This megtias a follow up to the International Biodiversity
Conference hosted in January 2005 by the Frenclei@ment in collaboration with UNESCO.

107. Inresponse to an invitation by Ms. Inge Fdierector of Public Relations, the Secretariatpai
visit to Loro Parque Foundation in August 2005.rd_Barque is a non-profit organization with a naasi
to conduct fieldwork, research and conservatiopgets, environmental education programmes, and the
captive breeding of parrots. In carrying out itssion, Loro Parque contributes to the implemeotatf
the Convention in particular articles Ex¢situ Conservation), 12 Research and Training), and 13

(Public Education and Awareness) and the related provisions in the Convention&nthtic programmes

of work. It was agreed that as Loro Parque caoigsts mission, it would share its reports witle t
SCBD. lts efforts to reduce the rate of biodivigrass by restoring populations of specific sps@é
animals will be reported as a contribution to theiavement of the 2010 biodiversity target.

July, an FAO representative introduced the init@tt a meeting of the Central and Eastern European
Countries in the Infoods Network, and to attendefehe Codex Alimentarius Commission’s™28
session. Additionally, the technical working graupplant genetic resources for food and agriceltur
(under the Consultative Group on International Agjtural Research) has requested advice from FAO
on how the working group could best support theative, by compiling and disseminating information
on the role of biodiversity in human diets.

127. To date, relevant staff at the SecretariaDFhd IPGRI are collaborating closely to facilitate
the integration of biodiversity concerns into omgpwork on food, agriculture and nutrition. Disdoss
have also been initiated with relevant staff of terld Health Organization.

128. A key contribution of the initiative will b® build the evidence base for the links between
biodiversity, food and nutrition. IPGRI and FAO geeparing a preliminary list of case-studies which
will be made available to Convention bodies ancepibrocesses. As well, the FAO Commission on
Genetic Resources for Food and Agriculture hasasigd the Intergovernmental Technical Working
Group on Plant Genetic Resources for Food and Alguie to “provide guidance to FAO on how it
could best support countries, on request, to gémecampile and disseminate cultivar-specific rasiti
composition data”.

129. The issue of biodiversity and its links todpagriculture and nutrition has been introduced at
number of relevant meetings since COP-7. The ‘@allAction’ arising from the Brasilia consultation
was distributed at the Consultation on the rolglant biodiversity in achieving the MDGs on Hunger
and Poverty (Chennai, India, 18-19 April 2005). ratement from the Chennai meeting was then
delivered to the Millennium Summit in New York (Sember 2005). The Executive Secretary
participated in a UNEP High-Level Brainstorming \Wsinop for Mainstreaming Environment Beyond
MDG 7 (Nairobi, Kenya, 13-14 July 2005), which wattendedinter alia by representatives from
various Multilateral Environmental Agreements ahd Millennium Development Project. Additionally,
the ‘First International Conference on the Impocgrof Biodiversity to Human Health® (COHAB,
Galway, Ireland, 23-25 August 2005, co-organizedhsy SCBD) featured presentations on biodiversity
for food and nutrition by the Secretariat, as vesla statement from the UN Secretary General on the
same theme. However, messages linking biodivetsitgod and nutrition, and hence to the MDGs, were
not reflected in the final text adopted by the Bhhium Summit. FAO and IPGRI staff have also
presented the initiative at a number of nutritioeetmngs.

130. The Secretariat has developed a website toncomcate the importance of biodiversity for food
and nutrition (http://www.biodiv.org/programmes/aséagro/food-nutrition/default.shtml) and has
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established a web portal for sharing documents gmBRN organizers, participants to the Brasilia
consultation, and other interested parties.

132. The workshop focused on ecosystem servicesssents, financial costs and benefits
associated with conservation of biodiversity, anstainable use of biological resources. In light of
paragraph 3 of decision V1/12, which requestedStbbsidiary Body on Scientific, Technical and
Technological Advice, prior to the ninth meetingtioé Conference of the Parties, to explore the
applicability of the Addis Ababa Principles and @elines to agricultural biodiversity, the workshadpo
focused on, but was not limited to, agriculturadiversity. The report of the workshop will be
submitted to the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Ai@cal and Technological Advice at its eleventh
meeting.

133. The Secretariat finalized documentation omasuable use for consideration by the eleventh
meeting of the Subsidiary Body on Scientific, Tachhand Technological Advice, which will take péac
in Montreal 28 November to 2 December 2005.

DECISION VI11/14 ON BIOLOGICAL DIVERSITY AND TOURISM

134. As requested by decision VII/14, and basetherassistance of experts, the Secretariat prepared

136. The consultants hired in late 2004, have pexvidrafts of their regional reports, which were
examined by the Advisory Committee for Article B&nd related provisions on 11-14 July.

The Committee provided broad advice
on a number of pressing matters related to thegpagipn of documents for the WG8 (j) and included
(but was not limited to): Elements for a plan dfi@t for the retention of knowledge, innovationsian
practices of indigenous and local communities,udelg Mechanisms for the participation of indigesou
and local communities in the work of the conventiDevelopment of elements of sui generis systems fo
the protection of traditional knowledge, innovasand practices; Ethical code of conduct to ensure
respect for the cultural and intellectual heritafjendigenous and local communities; and possible
Indicators for assessing progress towards the Biiversity target: Status of traditional knowledg
innovations and practices. As envisaged in thésaet the Advisory Group has continued to work
electronically with the consultants to assist i@ tompletion of the regional reports.

Technical Workshop on Indigenous Traditional Knadge

138. The Secretariat participated in the Workshmpvened by the Inter-Agency Support Group on
Indigenous Issues and organized by the Secretdrie United Nations Permanent Forum on
Indigenous Issues as a result of a recommendatitive d-orum arising from their4Session. It was
held on 21-23 September 2005, in Panama City.

139. The main purpose of the workshop was to preraatollaborative, complementary and holistic
approach to traditional knowledge in order to emeametter understanding of indigenous concerngfaeid
possible solution in the United Nations system’skaan traditional knowledge. As the topic is mudtieted,
complex and interdisciplinary, pertinent issuestieebe identified and analyzed before developing a
framework of coordination and integration of indigeis perspective. The overall objectives of thekaloop
are the following:

i) to identify indigenous perspectives including theseds, aspirations and concerns in respect of
the protection, preservation and promotion of tradal knowledge,

i) to improve understanding on current programmes;ga®es and activities on traditional
knowledge undertaken by various UN entities witheav to better integrating indigenous
holistic approaches in work relating to traditiokabwledge,

iii) to formulate recommendations for the consideratiothe United Nations Permanent Forum on
Indigenous Issues so that it can provide advicardegg traditional knowledge with a view to
enhancing mechanisms within the United Nationsesydor the meaningful and effective
integration of indigenous perspectives and paiogn of indigenous peoples regarding
traditional knowledge.

140. The Secretariat is preparing documents fofatgh meeting of the WG8(j), which will include
14 working documents, 13 information documents 2ther documents of relevance to the meeting.
The first 3 documents have been completed and s$tdahfor processing and the 24 remaining
documents are in various stages of completion.

141. Regarding funding for participation of indigers and local communities, a grant application is
being finalized for the Christensen Fund and aestis being sent to other donors to ensure adequat
funding.

DECISION VI1/17 ON LIABILITY AND REDRESS

142.  Following the financial contribution from tE®iropean Union in support of the organization of

The
Secretariat has now finalized the preparation eflitickground documentation and the selection of
experts for the meeting.

143. The Secretariat finalized documentation oemtize measures as requested by decision VII/18,
for consideration by the eleventh meeting of thbssliary Body on Scientific, Technical and
Technological Advice.

144, The Secretariat attended the first meeting@tore advisory group of experts and the formal
launch meeting of a project of the Economics arati&Branch of the United Nations Environment
Programme on integrated assessment of trade-rgdatmiks and biological diversity in the agricuktu
sector, which took place in Geneva from 14-15 2095. This initiative seeks to assist implementatio
of decision VI/5 of the Conference of the Partmsagricultural biodiversity, which calls for thapacts
of trade liberalization on agricultural biologiadilersity to be studied in cooperation with intdroaal
organizations.

145.  This four-year project, funded by the Europ€ammission, will assess the environmental,
social and economic impact of trade-related andrgblicies on the agriculture sector, with a gaiar
emphasis on the protection of biological diversityl the promotion of sustainable trade.

manner; iii) to make a broader range of biosafefgrimation accessible to users of the BCH; iv) to

enhance the capabilities of countries to accesmnrdtion through Internet-based BCH and to ensure
that users without good Internet access are ablecwive information made available through the BCH
in a timely manner; v) to review the programme afrkvto ensure that it is achieving the goals of the
BCH effectively.

155. The meeting also requested the Secretariabritinue to support capacity building efforts to
enable the active participation of countries in B@H. In this regard, the Secretariat has contineed
cooperate with UNEP/GEF in the implementation ¢ groject aimed at enhancing the capacities of
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some 50 developing countries and countries withnegoes in transition to access and provide
information to the BCH.

The Executive Secretary’s remarks
addressed the objectives of the Convention anolgsin the achievement of the Millennium
Development Goals.
